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Lectionary Scripture: Exodus 32:1-14, and Matthew 22:1-14
Summary:  “When God Isn’t There, Who Moved?”
Humans so easily fall into idolatry and don’t even realize it.

Humans so easily become frightened and store tangible items they think will make them safe.

Humans so easily become impatient and act without thinking or planning.

Today we are not much different from the freed slaves from Egypt following Moses who promised that God would lead them to safety.  Today our golden calf is the golden bull of Wall Street.  We arrest protestors who have a legal right to protest, but to date no Wall Street bankers, et al, have even been held accountable for the havoc their greed forced upon our nation.  What has greed in our governmental elected officials and or in the souls of individuals who are blinded by their desires greed caused for our nation?  

Our God is a gracefilled God but God still holds us each individually accountable at the end of our lives.
