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Lectionary Scripture: Exodus 17:1-7 and John 4:5-42
Summary:  “There Is a Mark on the Bottle”
“God’s timing, rather than clock time, is what really matters.  God isn’t in a hurry.  God has a longer worldview than our temporal bodies and limited knowledge can understand God is already there.” –Homiletics, March 2011, p. 30

God is always ahead of us even when God isn’t in a hurry.  God leads us…we only need to follow.  However, as humans we’re very impatient creatures.  Often we don’t even listen when God tells us exactly what to do.

Jesus used tensions in his time on earth to teach first to those near Jerusalem, then Judea, then in all of Samaria and to the ends of the earth…and still today we often do not pay attention.  We make demands of God for immediate gratification or think life is unfair to us if we suffer any kind of trials.

We need to be patient and wait upon God who created us and face each day making choices as Henry Word Beecher, Congregational Minister said, 

“Every tomorrow has 2 handles we can take hold – The handle of anxiety or the handle of faith.”  

It is up to us to choose.
