Lectionary Scripture: Matthew 17:1-9
Summary:  “Whose Mountain Is It, Anyway?”
“Whose Sun Is It, Anyway?”

We’d say ours…but since it is the center of our solar system and powers all life here on earth, maybe we belong to the sun.  It is huge and powerful and affects our lives every day.  

It is God’s sun…and God shares it with all of us in creation, much like Jesus the Christ, the Son of God.  Jesus is Cosmic in size, powerful in scope and affects our daily lives if we live to be pleasing to God, our Creator.
