But 

it is the chargeñthe commis-

sionñthat we have from the 

bossñthe head of the church.   

The Christmas call is to òGo Tell 

It on the Mountainó- Samaria 

probably.  How do you think we 

can do that today? How can 

Plymouth Church effectively 

share that message? Who are 

our evangelists? Honestly, this 

has been a struggle for our 

church leadership. So, this 

Christmas my prayer devotion & 

service to the word is to ask 

God to raise up evangelists 

among us! 

Acts 1:8. òYou will be my wit-

nesses from Jerusalem, & in all 

Judea & Samaria, & to the ends 

of the earth.ó Those words were 

spoken to the apostles just be-

fore Jesus left them in charge. 

After that chargeñthat commis-

sionñthings went great. Every-

thing was inspired & per-

fect. Right??? Nope. Letõs look at 

how things really went down. 

The church got a big start on 

Pentecostñthousands of people 

heard the Good News & joined 

the church.  But then real life sets 

in. There are widows who need 

attention. There are sick people 

who need prayer & healing. 

By chapter 6 of the Acts of the 

Apostles, the apostles still have-

nõt even left Jerusalem. There is 

just too much to do! People are 

complaining that one group is 

getting more food & attention 

than another. It is at this point 

that the apostles realize whatõs 

going on. They call a church 

meeting & say, òIt is not right that 

we should neglect the word of 

God in order to wait on ta-

bles.ó (Acts 6:2) They were called 

to a different ministry. Not better, 

but different. 

A small church like Plymouth 

Church is no different. We 

have many sick people. We have 

people in poverty. We have peo-

ple struggling with addic-

tions. People complain because 

they perceive that someone else 

is getting more attention. 

So, what can we learn from the 

apostles? They told the church in 

Jerusalem, òSelect from among 

yourselves seven [people] of 

good standing, full of the Spirit & 

of wisdom, whom we may ap-

point to this task, while we, for 

our part, will devote ourselves to 

prayer & to serving the 

word.ó (Acts 6:3-4) 

Not everyone is called to market-

ing Christõs churchñ

evangelism. But some are. No 

one is the complete package & 

that is how God wants it. As mem-
